TARIFFS
for Corporate Clients

Please find below a list of standard services and banking products of AO Citibank (hereinafter “Citibank”") and respective charges. The
following rules apply:

General provisions

¢ These Tariffs constitute an integral part of the Bank Account Agreement between the Client and Citibank.

¢ Citibank may periodically change the amount of commissions and the composition of banking products and services specified in these Tariffs by
notifying the Client not later than 7 (seven) calendar days before the date of such changes come into force in any of the available ways at its
choice: by publishing information (new version of the Tariffs) on the Citibank website on the Internet www.citibank.ru (“For Business” section)
or by sending a written notice to the Client’s postal address. Such notice is considered received by the Client on the date of posting the information
on the website or delivering the corresponding notice on paper. Citibank also has the right to additionally send the Client a copy of such
correspondence by email for informational purposes only.

¢ These Tariffs do not replace any existing agreement between the Client and Citibank in respect of services, products and charges therefore any
such existing agreement remains in effect; any services and products not covered by existing agreement between the Client and Citibank will be
governed by these Tariffs.

¢ Monthly charges will be ordinarily debited (where applicable) from the Client’s account on the first Friday of the following month; the charges
provided for herein are payable in rubles at the then-effective Russian Central Bank rate.

¢ Citibank is hereby authorized to debit, at any time, any account of the Client with amounts of the charges without any instructions by the Client
to that effect, provided, however, that if, for payment of ruble-denominated charges, funds in a Client's ruble account are insufficient to cover
such charges, the Bank is hereby authorized to debit (and the Client hereby gives acceptance for such debiting) any foreign currency account of
the Client in an amount necessary to obtain, having made the currency conversion, the appropriate ruble amount, and thereafter deposit such ruble
amount into, and immediately debit from, the Client's ruble account.

¢ Citibank has the right to define in internal documents cases and (or) circumstances when the commissions established in the Tariffs are not charged
to the Client, as well as ways to inform the Client about the termination of charging commissions.

¢ Interest is not accrued on bank accounts (unless otherwise provided by the agreement between the Client and the Bank).

Fund transfers
¢ Transaction fees are being debited from a Client account and not deducted from a payment amount, except for cross-border payments.

¢ Erroneous Bank credit entries may be annulled (cancelled) by the Bank by simply reversing such entries without any instructions by the Client to
that effect. The Client hereby gives consent to the Bank for such annulation (cancellation).

¢ In cases required by the law the Bank may withhold payment order processing, with Client notification as per communication means defined by
actual Terms and request the payment order execution confirmation via electronic banking channels. The Bank is obliged to resume the payment
order execution upon Client confirmation receipt immediately. The Bank and the Client agreed that timely confirmation remains Client
responsibility. Bank should not be responsible for any losses to the Client caused by Client fail to provide such confirmation to the Bank in timely
manner. In cases when the Client did not provide such confirmation within two business days from the date of authorization of the payment via
electronic banking channels, then, in accordance with the law, Bank shall execute such payment on third business day from the date of
authorization of the payment via electronic banking channels.

¢ For the purpose of compliance with requirements of legislation in the sphere of counteraction of legalization (laundering) of illegal earnings and
financing of terrorism in case Bank has doubts in accuracy and authenticity of the information previously received from the Client about himself,
Client’s representative, beneficiary and beneficial owner and in case of non-provision by the Client of the updated information (incomplete
provision), as well as in case of conducting suspicious transactions, Bank reserves the right to suspend access to remote services with advanced
notification using any means of interaction with the Client available to Bank. Such restriction doesn’t encumber Bank to accept from the Client
properly executed accounting documents on a hard copy in branches in accordance with Banking Terms and Conditions.

¢ For the purpose of compliance with requirements of legislation in the sphere of counteraction of legalization (laundering) of illegal earnings and
financing of terrorism Bank may request documents (information) from the Client in order to identify operations (transactions) with monetary
funds and other assets performed by the Client. If there is any suspicion that a transaction is being carried out for the purpose of legalization
(laundering) of illegal earnings and financing of terrorism, Bank may refuse to perform the operation.

¢ In case of absence or insufficiency of funds on the Account for performance of Client’s instruction by the Bank and (or) payment of the amount
of the Bank’s commission for performance of such instruction, the submission of such instruction by the Client constitutes a Client’s offer to
receive credit for respective amount, and processing of such Client’s instruction by the Bank in accordance with Section 4.2 of Master Account
and Service Terms of Bank Account Conditions of AO Citibank (further “MAST”) constitutes acceptance of such offer by the Bank. As of the
moment of such debit it is deemed that the Bank has provided a credit to the Client in the amount equaling to the difference between the amount
of Client’s instruction together with the sum of commission for its processing and the available Account balance. The amount of credit should be
returned by the Client within six (6) calendar days from the date of extension of such credit by the Bank. The interest for the use of credit (credits)
is debited by the Bank on a monthly basis in accordance with Section 7 of MAST. Granting of such credit is a right, but not an obligation of the
