1. Introduction

1.1 The Terms (as defined in 1.4 below) apply to each bank
account (an "Account") opened using a Customer Activation
Form signed by the Customer or in any other manner
acceptable to AO Citibank ("Bank") and are binding on the
Customer and the Bank. In addition, these Master Terms (the
"MAST") apply to products and services provided by the Bank
that are account related and to any other product or service
which is expressed to be subject to the MAST (or any
predecessor account terms and conditions of the Bank) (a
"Service").

1.2 The MAST are supplemented and/or amended for
Accounts and Services provided in the Russian Federation
by the Local Account Conditions (Russia) (the "Local
Conditions"), which constitute Part Il of these Account
Conditions (as defined in the relevant Customer Activation
Form) that will be supplied to the Customer by the Bank and
will be binding on the Customer and the Bank.

1.3 If there is a conflict between the MAST and any Local
Conditions, the Local Conditions prevail; and if there is a
conflict between the MAST or any Local Conditions and any
agreement or other conditions relating to a Service including
any Service-related materials such as user guides (a
"Service Agreement"), that Service Agreement prevails.

1.4 When used herein, the term "Terms" refers collectively
to the MAST, the Local Conditions and the Service
Agreements.

2. Authority

The Bank may rely on the authority of each person
designated in writing (in a form acceptable to the Bank) by the
Customer to send Communications (defined below) or do any
other things until the Bank has received written notice
acceptable to it of any change from a duly authorized person
and the Bank has had a reasonable time to act (after which
time it may rely on the change).

3. Communications

3.1 Each of the Customer and the Bank will comply with
certain agreed security procedures (the "Procedures")
designed to authenticate the Customer’s log-on to the Bank’s
connectivity channels and to verify the origination of
communications between them such as enquiries, data and
other information exchanges, advices, transactional
instructions, and account management instructions (each a
"Communication"). Depending upon the method of
Communication used by the Customer, the Procedures may
constitute one or more of the following measures: unique
transaction identifier, digital signatures, encryption algorithms
or other codes, multifactor authentication, user entitlements,
schedule validation or such other measures as in use for the
Communications method agreed to by the Customer.
Procedures for Communications involving MIFTs (as defined
in 3.4 below) are provided in connection with the use of that
service.

3.2 The Bank is not obliged to do anything other than what is
contained in the Procedures to establish the authority or
identity of the person sending a Communication and may rely
upon the authority and identity of such person if the Bank
complies with the Procedures. The Bank is not responsible for
errors or omissions made by the Customer or the duplication of
any Communication by the Customer and may act on any
Communication by reference to the account number and one
more relevant information item, even if other information is
provided. The Bank will promptly notify the Customer (by
telephone if appropriate) if a Communication is not acted upon
for any reason.

3.3 If the Customer requests the Bank to recall, cancel or
amend a Communication, the Bank will use its reasonable
efforts to comply and the Customer shall be responsible for
all costs, losses and other expenses related thereto.

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3.4 If the Bank acts on a manually initiated funds transfer
("MIFT") instruction in accordance with the Procedures, the
Customer will be responsible for any costs, losses and other
expenses related thereto.

4. Credits and Debits

4.1 The Bank is not obliged to make a credit to an Account
before receipt by the Bank of a corresponding and final
payment in cleared funds. If the Bank makes a credit before
such receipt, the Bank may reverse all or part of the credit
(including any interest thereon), make an appropriate entry to
the Account and require repayment of an amount
corresponding to such credit if it has been withdrawn.

4.2 The Bank may, but is not obliged to, make a debit to an
Account, whether based upon payment instructions from the
Customer or in accordance with the Terms that might result in
or increase a debit balance. If the total amount of debits to an
Account at any time would exceed the immediately available
funds credited to the Account, and any available credit lines
that may be utilized for such purpose, the Bank may decide
which debits it will make (in whole or in part and in the order it
selects) taking into account any applicable Government
Requirement (as defined in clause 8.4 below).

4.3 Unless otherwise provided in an agreement signed by the
Bank and the Customer, the Bank may at any time cancel any
extensions of credit with respect to any Account or Service.
The Customer will transfer to the Bank on closure of an
Account and otherwise on demand from the Bank sufficient
immediately available funds to cover any debit balance on an
Account or any other utilized extensions of credit and any
interest, fees and other amounts owed.

5. Checks and Payment Instruments

The Customer will make reasonable efforts to avoid any fraud,
loss, theft, misuse or dishonor in respect of checks, payment
instruments and related materials. The Customer will promptly
notify the Bank in writing of the loss or theft of any check or
payment instrument and will return to the Bank or destroy any
unused checks, payment instruments and related materials
when the relevant Account is closed.

6. Statements and Advices

The Customer shall notify the Bank in writing of anything
incorrect in a statement or advice promptly and in any case
within thirty (30) days from the date on which the statement or
advice is sent in writing or made available to the Customer.
Nothing herein is intended to prevent the Customer from
notifying the Bank of any errors or corrections beyond such
time, provided that the Bank shall not be responsible for any
losses caused by such delay in notification.

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7. Interest, Fees and Taxes

7.1 The Customer shall pay to the Bank all fees, interest and
other amounts that apply to the Accounts and Services. Unless
otherwise agreed in writing, the Bank may modify any fees,
interest rates and other amounts at any time (but subject to any
legal requirement as to notice).

7.2 All such fees, interest and other amounts are payable to the
Bank without deduction for taxes or amounts of a similar nature
("Taxes"), which are the responsibility of the Customer. If any
such Taxes are paid by the Bank or any of its affiliates, the
Customer shall promptly reimburse the Bank for such payment.

7.3 The Customer is responsible for all Taxes on earned
interest and other payments made by the Bank to the
Customer. If required by any applicable Government
Requirement (as defined below in 8.4), the Bank shall deduct or
withhold for or on account of Taxes from any such payments to
the Customer. The Bank shall timely pay the full amount
withheld to the relevant governmental authority in accordance
with such Government Requirement. The Bank shall notify the
Customer of any such withholding as soon as reasonably
practicable.

7.4 The Customer shall notify the Bank in writing within 30 days
of any change that affects the Customer’s tax status pursuant
to any Government Requirement (e.g., a change in the
Customer’s country of residence or in its legal entity
classification or if it ceases to be or becomes a financial
institution).

7.5 Unless otherwise agreed in writing, the Bank may debit
any Account for fees, interest or other amounts due to the
Bank.

8. Performance

8.1 The Bank will perform in good faith and with reasonable
care, as determined in accordance with the standards and
practices of the banking industry. In connection with its
provision of services under the Terms, the Bank may use any
communications, clearing or payment system, intermediary
bank or other entity (each, a "System") and services are subject
to the rules and regulations of any such System.

8.2 Subject to any applicable law, neither the Customer nor the
Bank shall have any liability for any special or punitive damages,
indirect, incidental or consequential losses or damages, or any
loss of profit, goodwill or business opportunity, whether or not
the relevant loss or damage was foreseeable or contemplated,
even if one party advised the other of the possibility of such loss
or damage.

The Bank is only
obliged to make payments in respect of an Account in the
currency in which the Account is denominated at the time of such
payment or as may otherwise be required by Government
Requirement.

8.4 Neither the Customer nor the Bank will be responsible for
any failure to perform any of its obligations with respect to any
Account or Service (including, with respect to the Bank, a
request for payment or transfer from an Account) if such
performance would result in breach by it, its related branches,
affiliates or the Systems, of any Government Requirement or if
its performance is prevented, hindered or delayed by a Force
Majeure Event; in such case its obligations will be suspended
for so long as the Force Majeure Event continues (and, in the
case of the Bank, no other branch or affiliate shall become
liable). Neither the Bank nor any of its related branches or
affiliates will be responsible for any action taken to comply with
economic sanctions or Government Requirement (and no other
branch or affiliate shall become liable).

"Force Majeure Event" means any event due to any cause
beyond the control of the relevant party, such as restrictions on
convertibility or transferability, requisitions, involuntary transfers,
unavailability of any System, sabotage, fire, flood, explosion,
acts of God, economic sanctions, Government Requirement,
civil commotion, strikes or industrial action of any kind, riots,
insurrection, war or acts of government or similar institutions.

"Government Requirement" means any applicable law or
regulation, any requirement or decree of any legal,
governmental or regulatory or similar authority, or an
agreement entered into by the Bank and any governmental
authority or between any two or more governmental authorities
(such law, regulation or authority may be domestic or foreign).

9. Customer Information

9.1 The Bank will treat information regarding the Customer, the
Customer’s accounts and operations on such accounts (the
"Customer Information") as confidential and subject to bank
secrecy and data protection rules established by Russian law
(if applicable).

Unless otherwise agreed between the Bank and the Customer,
information which is subject to such bank secrecy and data
protection rules may be disclosed by the Bank only to the
Customer itself or the Customer's representatives; the above
information may be disclosed to Russian state authorities
according to the procedure and in cases established by Russian
law.

9.2 In the event that the Bank is officially recognized as being
part of a bank group, bank holding or other bank association,
the Bank may provide the Customer Information to the parent
credit organization of a bank group or parent management
organization of a bank holding, including organizations located
outside Russia for the purposes of preparation of consolidated
financial reports, including the assessment of consolidated
financial risks, provided that the relevant foreign jurisdictions
provide at least the same regime of secrecy as that established
by Russian law. The foreign parent organization shall not
disclose Customer Information to third parties, including foreign
law-enforcement authorities (except for information requested in
the course of criminal investigations), unless required by
Government Requirement.

9.3 The Bank shall provide Customer Information, including
information about specific transactions of a Customer to the RF
Central Bank, where the RF Central Bank is acting within its
jurisdiction, and in cases established by federal laws. The RF
Central Bank is not entitled to disclose Customer Information,
including information about specific transactions of a Customer,
to any third parties, unless such disclosure is required by federal
laws.

10. Closing an Account; Termination

10.1 Subject to any requirement of applicable law, the Bank or
the Customer may close an Account at any time, or terminate
all or part of any Service upon written notice.

10.2 On closure of an Account, the Bank will, subject to the
Terms, pay to the Customer any final cleared funds standing to
the credit of the Account (and any interest due) as at the time
the Account is closed.

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11. General

11.1 Neither the Customer nor the Bank may assign or transfer
any of its rights or obligations under the Terms without the other
party’s prior written consent, which will not be unreasonably
withheld or delayed, provided that the Bank may make such an
assignment or transfer to an affiliate if it does not materially
adversely affect the provision of services to the Customer. The
Bank shall provide notice of any such assignment or transfer.

11.2 If any provision of the Terms is or becomes illegal, invalid or
unenforceable under any applicable law, the remaining provisions
of the Terms will remain in full force and effect (as will that
provision under any other law).

11.3 No failure or delay of the Customer or the Bank in
exercising any right or remedy under the Terms will constitute a
waiver of that right. Any waiver of any right will be limited to the
specific instance.

11.4 The Customer and the Bank consent to telephonic or
electronic monitoring or recording for security and quality of
service purposes and agree that either party may produce
telephonic or electronic recordings or computer records as
evidence in any proceedings brought in connection with the
Terms.

11.5 Written notice shall be effective (i) if delivered to the
Customer’s principal business address specified in the
Customer Activation Form or to the Bank’s address on the most
recent statement for the relevant Account or (ii) if sent to such
other address as one party may notify the other party in writing,
including an address for notices to be sent electronically.
Notices shall be in Russian and, where agreed between the
Bank and the Customer, in English.

9. Verification 9. NMoarBepxaeHue

9.1 The Bank, prior to executing payment orders or performing
other instructions of the Customer in respect of an Account, will
verify the signatures appearing on such orders or instructions
against the specimen signatures contained in the Signature
Card. In relation to any payment order or other instructions in
respect of an Account which, in the Bank's opinion, merit such
verification, the Bank may, but is not obliged to, further verify
such order or instructions through a recorded telephone call-
back to one or several of the Authorized Signatories whose
name(s) appear on such order or instructions, or to another
representative of the Customer, at the Bank's discretion.

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9.2 In the event that the Bank is unable to verify the authenticity
of a payment order or other instructions in respect of an
Account through such recorded telephone call-back to a
designated telephone number, the Bank will not be obliged to
process such order or instructions until the verification has been
made to the Bank's satisfaction.

10. General

10.1 The Bank's responsibility for the remittance of payments in
respect of an Account pursuant to the Customer's orders or
instructions ceases upon debiting the Bank's account with a
correspondent bank or a clearing center, as applicable. The
Bank's responsibility for the depositing of funds paid to an
Account only arises upon such funds being credited to a
correspondent account of the Bank. Notwithstanding the above,
the Bank shall not be deemed at fault and is not responsible for
the remittance or depositing of funds in the event that such
remittance or depositing is hindered or delayed for reasons
beyond the control of the Bank, including through the fault of
the correspondent bank or the clearing center with which the
relevant correspondent account of the Bank is held.

10.2 The Bank has a right of set-off as regards any and all
funds credited to any Account(s). The Bank is entitled to offset
any of its claims against any of its liabilities towards the
Customer, with the exception of cases where the same is not
permitted by Russian law. The Bank is not obliged to give
regard to the existence of any other Account of the Customer
(of whatever type) when charging interest, fees or commissions
or otherwise asserting its claim to be offset. The Bank is entitled
to assert its claim for the balance of any or all Account(s) of the
Customer with the Bank (of whatever type) jointly or severally.

10.3 Special rules, as provided by the Russian law, and special
conditions may apply to international fund transfers and
transactions with foreign currencies, as well as certain
transactions in Rubles involving non-resident entities.

10.4 The Bank may be required by law to open for the
Customer certain auxiliary or other special accounts, such as
transit accounts, or may do so as a matter of its banking
practice (e.g. open loan accounts). If and to the extent any
such account is opened by the Bank for the Customer, and the
opening of such an account requires any actions or provision of
documents on the part of the Customer, the Customer will
promptly carry out any such actions and provide the required
documents to the Bank.

10.5 In case of absence or insufficiency of funds on the Account
for performance of Customer’s instruction by the Bank and (or)
payment of the amount of the Bank’s commission for
performance of such instruction, the submission of such
instruction by the Customer constitutes a Customer’s offer to
receive credit for respective amount, and processing of such
Customer’s instruction by the Bank in accordance with Section
4.2 of MAST constitutes acceptance of such offer by the Bank.
As of the moment of such debit it is deemed that the Bank has
provided a credit to the Customer in the amount equaling to the
difference between the amount of Customer’s instruction
together with the sum of commission for its processing and the
available Account balance. The amount of credit should be
returned by the Customer within six (6) calendar days from the
date of extension of such credit by the Bank. The interest for the
use of credit (credits) is debited by the Bank on a monthly basis
in accordance with Section 7.5 of MAST. Granting of such credit
is a right, but not an obligation of the Bank.

For the purposes of Section 10.5, authorization of the Bank to
debit funds (including, among other things, to debit the Bank’s
commissions in accordance with Tariffs, except for those
indicated above) without additional instruction from the Customer
on the basis of advance acceptance of the Customer, shall be
considered as Customer’s instruction. The amount of credit is
equal to the difference between the amount debited from the
Customer’s account on the basis of advance acceptance
arrangements and the remaining balance of funds on the
Account.

In case of conclusion of a separate agreement between the
Customer and the Bank on provision of credit in the form of
overdraft, terms of extension and repayment of credit shall be
determined by such separate agreement.

10.6 The Customer acknowledges that all banking transactions
and Services rendered by the Bank are subject to the laws and
regulations promulgated from time to time by the Russian state
authorities, including the Central Bank of Russia, as well other
Government Requirement, which may be applicable in certain
cases, and these Account Conditions are also subject to such
laws and regulations and such Government Requirement.
Russian law and other Government Requirement which may be
applicable in certain cases impose on the Bank certain control
duties, primarily with respect to currency transactions, taxation,
cash settlements and countering of legalization (laundering) of
criminally-obtained income and the financing of terrorism.
Therefore, in furtherance of such duties the Bank may, from
time to time, request the Customer to deliver certain documents
(including documents that may be required for the identification
of the Customer, the Customer's representative, the beneficiary,
the ultimate beneficial owner, etc., such as documents of
identification of a physical person, foundation documents of a
legal entity, etc.) and/or written explanations (which the
Customer is obliged to provide upon such request).

10.7 The Bank may refuse to perform or suspend any
transaction if the execution thereof is or may cause, in the
Bank's opinion, a breach of applicable law and in certain cases
Government Requirement, until and unless the Customer
provides, to the Bank's satisfaction, such documents and/or
written explanations, as may be then requested by the Bank.

10.8 The Bank shall not be responsible towards the Customer
for any actions/inaction caused by the necessity to comply with
any Government Requirement, including Russian and foreign
legislation, and international treaties (of the Russian Federation
or of other countries) applicable to the Bank (or to any company
within the Citibank group of companies and affecting the Bank).
The above exemption from liability is applicable, inter alia, to
actions/inaction resulting from the necessity for the Bank to
comply with any economic sanctions. In this regard, the
necessity / mandatory nature of the Bank’s compliance with
Government Requirement, including international and foreign
law and treaties (including sanctions) shall be determined by the
Bank at its discretion.

11. Amendment and Termination

11.1 Any changes to these Account Conditions, which the Bank
may introduce at any time, will be notified by the Bank to the
Customerin writing and are deemed effective 30 days after
being dispatched to the Customer's postal address.

11.2 The Customer may at any time terminate the Bank
Account Agreement (as defined in the relevant Customer
Activation Form) by a prior written application to the Bank,
which application may be delivered to the Bank by hand delivery
courier, mail, fax or SWIFT, and which becomes effective upon
the receipt thereof by the Bank.

11.3 An Account is deemed closed and the Bank Account
Agreement terminated upon the expiration of the period
indicated in the Customer Activation Form, if applicable.

12. Dispute Resolution

Any disputes arising out or in connection with these
Account Conditions shall be resolved by the Moscow
Arbitrazh Court.
